WITH the IPL T20 cricket
matches that Hyderabad will
host on March 27 and April
5, the city police are prepar-
ing the ground for an effec-
tive security, mob control
plan and sketching out the
movement of IPL teams. The
matches will be held at the
Rajiv Gandhi International
Cricket Stadium.

As many as 2,800 person-
nel from Rachakonda Po-
lice, Telangana State Special
Police, Armed Reserve, Oc-
topus, mounted police and
trafhic police will be deployed
to ensure security. Addition-
ally, 360 surveillance cam-
eras will be utilized, along
with anti-sabotage checks
to enhance safety during the
matches.

Rachakonda Police Com-
missioner, Tarun Joshi on
Tuesday said “A joint com-

mand and control centre has
been established to oversee
CCTV video for prompt in-
tervention as required. Anti-
sabotage checks will be con-
ducted uninterrupted till the
completion of each match,’
said Tarun Joshi.

As part of the security ar-
rangements, SHE Teams
would be deployed to check
stalking and harassment of
women. To meet any contin-
gency, ambulances and fire
tenders are to be kept at the
stadium.

Armed police will be stra-
tegically positioned in and
around the stadium. Gates
will open three hours before
day matches and at 4:30 pm
for night matches.

Restrictions on specific
items will be enforced within
the stadium during matches.
The restricted items were
Laptops, water bottles, ban-
ners, lighters, cigarettes and
binoculars are among the
items that the police said are

disallowed into the stadium.

For day matches, the sta-
dium gates open three hours
before the match, while for
night matches, they open at
4:30 pm. Additionally, there
are restrictions on bringing
specific items into the sta-
dium during the match.

Traftic restrictions

In view of the IPL Match
scheduled to be held at Rajiv
Gandhi International Cricket
Stadium, Uppal, On Wednes-
day, the Rachakonda Police
have notified certain traffic
diversions between 4 pm and
11.50 pm.

Heavy vehicles such as
lorry, dumper, earthmover,
RMC trucks, water tanker,
and others from Warangal
Highway towards Chen-
gicherla will be diverted to-
wards Chengicherla X road-
Cherlapally-IOCL-NFC
road.

Similarly, these vehicles
from LB Nagar to Nagole will
be diverted towards Nagole

Metro Station to HMDA-
Boduppal-Chengicherla X
road and from heavy vehi-
cles from Mallapur towards
Nacharam IDA will be di-
verted to Habsiguda to Cher-
lapalli-Chengicherla.

TSRTC to run special
buses

The Telangana State Road
Transport Corporation

(TSRTC) will operate over
60 special buses to Uppal
stadium from various parts
of the city during the IPL
T20 cricket matches. These
special RTC buses for cricket
tans will be operated between
6 pmand 11:30 pm on March
27 and April 5.

According to TSRTC, the
buses will operate on routes
such as Koti, Charminar,
Chandrayangutta, Kondapur,
JBS, LB Nagar and BHEL to
RGIC stadium.

The TSRTC buses will also
be available after the comple-
tion of the IPL match at the
stadium to pick up the return
traffic.

In view of the 17th edition of
TATA Indian Premier League
(IPL)-2024 first schedule crick-
et matches which will be held
on March 27and April 5,
Rachakonda Commissioner
Tarun Joshi said, "The Rajiv
Gandhi International stadium
has approximately 39,000 seat-
ing capacity. In order to avoid
any untoward incidents during
the match days, a series of
unprecedented measures were
taken up at Uppal cricket sta-

dium for the smooth run of the
cricket matches. For safety and
security of players and specta-
tors, elaborate bandobast
arrangements are being made
in coordination with different
wings, and four fire tenders
with fire fighting squad would
be in place. About 2,800 police
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Rachakonda CP Tarun Joshi

Eersunnel are deployed for
andobast. Gate No.1 is only
for players, others are not
allowed. Spectators are allowed
through gates as per their tick-
eting and evacuation plan is
ready for any emergency situ-
ation.”

He also stated that a total of
360 CCTV cameras are being
installed including the places at
vehicle check points, parking
places to cover the entire area

of the stadium, en route and
parking areas in and around
the stadium. The services of the
bomb disposal team and snif-
fer dogs were pressed into ser-
vice to ensure aafeq[' in the sta-
dium and parking places. Three
persons of mobile technicians
were deployed at each gate for
checking spectators’ mobile
phones.

Moreover, the spectators are
not allowed to carry laptops,
banners, water bottles, cameras,
outside eatables into the stadi-
um. A separate SHE
Teams/Anti-Eve-Teasing team
has been established in order to
